7. Admissions decisions are determined by the Admissions Committee’s evaluation of several factors: the application
form, the previous school record, standardized test scores, recommendations, written essays and the interview. The
parent is responsible for ensuring that all required information has been submitted to the Admissions Office. A
student’s file must be complete before the Admissions Committee can review it. R-MA may require candidates for
admission to take an entrance test when deemed appropriate. This test consists of evaluation of math skills, English
grammar, and reading comprehension.
